Testing Your Internet Connection between the Phone and the TSC2 
 

1. Tap on Start. 
2. Tap on Settings. 
3. Tap on Connections. 
4. Tap on Manage existing connections under My ISP. 
5. Tap and hold on your connection. 
6. Tap on Connect. 
7. The Network Log On screen appears. 
8. Tap the check box to select Save Password. 
9. Tap OK. 
10. The “connecting” window will appear and dial the number. 
11. When the window disappears, you are connected to the internet. 
12. To disconnect tap on the icon to the left of the speaker icon at the top of the screen. 
13. Tap on disconnect.
